PRE ADMISSION INSTRUCTIONS
We are looking forward to your animals visit with us for their procedure. We have made an appointment in the morning with our team. We understand that this can be a stressful time for both you and your animal, so be prepared to spend a few minutes with the veterinary surgeon or veterinary nurse, who will carry out a pre-surgical examination, discuss pre-anaesthetic laboratory work and any other procedures. This is also the time for you to ask any further questions regarding the procedure and allay any fears you may have.
 Below are a few pre-surgery instructions to follow prior to admission
· Please give no food after 8.00pm the evening before surgery and take water away one-hour before admission. An empty stomach is critical for safe anaesthesia.

· If your pet is taking medication, give the normal dosage at the usual time unless otherwise directed. If your pet is diabetic, please ask the veterinary surgeon for special instructions.

· Allow your pet exercise and time to empty bowel and bladder before being admitted unless otherwise instructed.

· Decide if you may want any other procedures carried out while under anaesthetic. i.e dental, micro chipping.

We use many of the same anaesthetic agents that are used in human medicine. Surgery is performed with the highest standard of sterility and your pet’s heart, lungs and other vital functions are closely monitored. We always insert an intravenous catheter for the procedure and we may recommend fluid therapy for some patients but this will be discussed with you during your admission.
Following surgery the nurse will contact you when your pet has recovered from the anaesthetic and at this time will book you in for a discharge where one of our team will run through the procedure and all the post operative care your pet may need.
